Bulktrans and Chemtrans — from 17 branches
nationwide, SCL prides itself on making safe, reliable
and cost-effective deliveries to some of the country’s
biggest companies.

To continue to provide its customers with on-time
deliveries and minimise delays and incidents, SCL has
enrolled some of its fleet in the Intelligent Access
Program (IAP). This means it can continue operating at
Higher Mass Limits in NSW and Queensland.

“We had been considering upgrading our older GPS
equipment for some time now but were waiting until the
IAP technology was finalised,” SCL Training Manager
Mark Wintle said.

The IAP uses advanced GPS technology to track
participating heavy vehicles and ensure they stay on
permitted routes. This proof of compliance allows usage
of heavier, longer and generally more productive vehicles
onto suitable parts of the road network, often for the first
time and without compromising the safety of other road
users. It also guarantees protection of at risk
infrastructure such as weak bridges, which are of major
concern for road owners.
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“We pre-enrolled 77 vehicles in IAP for HML in NSW,
more than half of which belonged to our Bulktrans
division, where we are consistently able to operate our
single trailer and B-Double combinations at near
maximum Higher Mass Limits,” Mr. Wintle said. “The no-
fee application process provided us with the opportunity
to pre-enrol all potentially appropriate vehicles and more
thoroughly assess their viability”.

Mr. Wintle said that enrolling in IAP and operating at HML
will improve productivity and result in fewer truck trips per
year to achieve the same tonnage. SCL and its
customers have already shared the benefits of increased
productivity, he said. Also it would “deliver significant
environmental benefits through reduced noise levels and
greenhouse gas emissions”.
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
